in Washington, eighlteen senators known for thelr opposition to aay
escalation of the Vietnan war, have called on tuie North Vietnamese not
to execute captured Amnerican alinen, They lssued & statemnsnt underlining
the inecreasging councern in the Unlited States for the wen's weliare, walch
warned that any executlon would incite a publid cemand for swlift and surs
retaliation, Lt would drastically recuce tiue influence of all taose in
the United States who tried to curtall tae fignting, the statement sald.

The Czechoslovak government has ordered an official of tue Americ Eww
tmbassy in Prague to leave the country within thrce days bucause of
alleged eepionages activities. A Czech news agency saye the expulslion
order was given to the American Anmbassador together wita a protest agalnst
what the Czechoslovak Foreign Ministry called *absurd accusations' taat
two Czccheslovak officials hac tried to plant a secret microphone in
the State Department in Vashington,

The Swiss governmemnt hac banned the Comsunisi-backed World Feace
Council from holding further asetinge in Switzerland. A governaent
announcement says this is because cof aitazcks on foreign governments
and heads of state, by delegates &t the Council session in Cencva last
month,

A warning by the Evitieh Frise Minieter, »Mr. Wilcon, taat cztern
measures would be necessary to eolve the natlon's economic crisis,
been followed by wide~spread selilng oi shares on the London Stock
Bxchange. On the Foreigan Bxchange markel the pound showed slgns of
recovery, though gains wepe not nalntained into the afternoon, The BBC
Economics gorrespondent says Sritain seems to be heading for a period of
austerity, but tie goverament do noil expect Thelr measures Lo cause zore
than a very modest rise in unemploymeni.

A Canadian Admiral says he has been dlsmissedafber a dispute with
the govermment over a plen to—morse Canada's Army, vavy aund Alpy force,
into a single service, He is the chbkf of Canadals Atlsmtic rleot.
