'HE BATTLE OF THE PALKLANDS 1966"
The full story of the Argentiniem invasion of the British

Protectorate as pileced together from eye wiitness aecounts znd
on~the~spot reports from our correspondsnts.

It was on Wednesday 28th September that news first
penetrated the radio link of an alleged 'invasion' by Argentiniem
Nationslist Extreamests on the British Colony of the Palkland
Islands., It appears that 16 party members, led by & wemen, who's
identity remains unknown (though unconfirmed reports state that
1t was in fact Honnor Blackmen disguised as en Argentinien),
kidnapped the irgentinian Minister of Defense, drove to Buenos
Adves airport and at gunpoint demended sn seroplane. Being Latin
Ameriecsn and lethargiecsl by nature the airport officials saw nothing
extreordinary sbout this at all, and so a DO-4 was laid on for them
with the minimum of fuss and bother. In this plame (pilot provided
by the company) the rebels flew to the Falklnds where they landed
(somewhat precariously) on the Port Stanley Race Course, much to
the consternation of the locals (it's race day on Monday). The
Argentinian flag was run up on a makeshift pole and the rebels
prepared to repel boarders to the death. Undaunted by this, however,
The Falklsnd Island Defense Corps had rallied to the cause of
liberty and threw a cordon around the plane, covering it with Bren
guns and small arms, And this is how the situation remained for 24
hours, except that the kidnapped official was released in thecevening
and escorted by FIDC members to Government House where he took
up temperery residence (much to the embarresment of the govenor).
By this time the newe had leaked to the outside world and a rapid
exchenge of diplomatie notes unsued between the British and
Argentinisn Govermments. However the British were unfortunate in
that the Buke of Edinburgh was on a state visit to Argentina at the
time. The Argentinisn population took the rebels plight to heart
and inti-British demonstrations were soon in full swing outside the
British Embassy, where the Duke was in residence, disrupting the
administration and bresking many windows. Britain demanded that
Apgentina remove the rebels and forthwith despatehed a warship
postehasbe to Stanley to see that Her wishes were fulfilled., However,
by this time the rebels hadbecome cheesed off with being confined
in the aireraft snd had slipped through the FIDC cordon and lodged
themselves in the chureh where they beat off all attackers with
small arm and machine gun fire, The Argentinian government then
washed their hands of the whole affair snd left the rebels to their
fate., The British battleship arrived off Port Stanley the following

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sorning after 2 record breasking journey from Cape Farewell vhere it
had been doing manoeuvers with a Grimsby Trawler. Though experiencing
glight difficulty in navigating the Narrows the warship was finally
sucessful in anchoring its 75,000 tons in Stanley harbour. Unfortuanetly
its displacement was such that the water level in Stanley rose twenty
feet above that normal at high water, completely flooding the church
(and most of the town), smd after a hurried discussion the now rather
bedraggled and waterlogged rebels surrendered to the local police
forece who immediatly placed them under armed guerd sboard the RENX
RMS "Dapwin" which sailed for Hontevideo on the same tide, The
Avgentinian Minister was transfered to the battleship which conveyed
hinm to Buenos Aires in fine style, so that he and the rebels arrived
back in Argentina tegether - the rebels to be given 2 Heros welcome,
snd the Hinister to crys of "Resign" and the like,

The warship silently cast off to head back to the
northern fishing grounds, the Darwin returned to lMontevideo only to
find thet in the excitement she had forgotten to off-load the mail for
the bases (hence no airletters) and all that remains of this proudly

patriotic uprising is @ rather battered and bedraggled DO=-l lying
forlornly in the mud of Stanley racecourse, presumably to end its
days as a steeplechase hurdle, and an immortal monument to the futility
of ware
